Letter from the President  
 
With the arrival of summer and the kitten season in full swing, our 
little Shelter is bursting at the seams with the population explosion.  
The good news is that the adoption rate for kittens has been quite 
brisk this last few weeks.   Many kittens and some adult cats have 
found good homes.   We thank those kind folks who have adopted 
our beautiful animals and given them "forever" homes. 
 
Each day, however, more kittens are brought to the Shelter.  Some 
have moms while others are alone and terrified. It is a sad, but 
familiar story.  When a mom and kittens arrive at the Shelter the 
kittens are usually adopted quickly and mom is left to live at the 
Shelter, sometimes for years. 
 
Some of the new arrivals are sick or injured and require veterinary 
care.  Often the SPCA is called upon to rescue animals who have 
been abandoned or are injured.  They are then brought to the 
Shelter for treatment and care and eventually are available for 
adoption. 
 
The Shelter also has an interesting population of older cats who 
have reached ten years and beyond. This geriatric group is also 
looking for a forever home.  Older, friendly cats are a joy to adopt.  
They really seem to appreciate any kindness given them and, in my 
experience, behave with grace and dignity. 
 
This year we hope to expand our membership.  We value the ideas 
and input from our members and appreciate their support.  Our 
strength lies in our membership of committed people who love 
animals and want only the best for them. 
 
We look forward to several more fundraisers this year.  This helps 
us expand our resources so that we can manage the day to day 
operations of the Shelter and provide much needed funds for 
medicines and veterinary care. 
 
This year we are seeking to establish a building fund so that our 
Shelter can be expanded providing more space for our animals' 
comfort and also much needed storage space for food and supplies 
for their care.

Cat owners take note! 
 
Check your cat food. 
Nutro Products has 
issued a voluntary recall 
on dry cat foods sold in 
the U.S. and 10 other 
countries with "best if 
used by dates" between 
May 12, 2010 and Aug. 
22, 2010, reports My 
Fox New York. 
 
Though there have been 
no complaints thus far, 
the company became 
aware of a production 
error by its U.S.-based 
premix supplier that 
resulted in incorrect 
zinc and potassium 
levels in the dry cat 
food.  
 

Dog food, wet cat and 
dog food, and treats are 
not included in the 
recall. 
 
If you have any of the 
recalled products, return 
it to the retailer.

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What is a microchip? 
 
The microchip is a tiny 
computer chip which 
has an identification 
number programmed 
into it and is contained 
in a bio-compatible 
capsule. The whole 
device is small enough 
to fit inside a 
hypodermic needle 
and can be simply 
injected under the skin 
of our pets, where it 
will stay for the life of 
the animal. This 
provides a permanent, 
positive identification 
which cannot be lost, 
altered or intentionally 
removed – a safe and 
inexpensive way to 
protect your pet 
against loss or theft. 
The computer memory 
in the microchip 
contains a unique 
number - no two 
animals will ever have 
the same number.  
 

A radio signal is used 
to read this number 
through the skin of 
your pet. It is routine 
for animal shelters and 
veterinarian offices to 
scan pets for 
microchips. 
 

WYOMING COUNTY 2009 ANTI-RABIES CLINIC  
 

Dogs, cats and ferrets three months of age or over will be inoculated at 
this clinic. The initial vaccination is good for one year only. For dogs and 
cats, each vaccination thereafter will be effective for a period of three 
years. Ferrets must be vaccinated yearly. 
 

Animals must be accompanied by someone able to control them. 
This is a free clinic to Wyoming County residents.

Microchip Your Pet 
 

It’s a reality – pets get lost.  An injection of a microchip gives your pet the 
best chance of being identified should he get lost. 
 
The Wyoming County SPCA can microchip your pet at the Shelter.  The 
cost of the micro-chipping is $35 per animal which includes the injection, 
a collar id tag and national registration with AVID (American Veterinary 
Identification Devices).   
 
Please bring the name of your vet and an alternate contact person (name, 
address and phone number) for registration purposes.  Accepted payment 
is either cash or check (made out to Wyoming County SPCA).  Sorry, no 
credit cards.

The following are dates for the Genesee County 2009 Anti-Rabies Clinics. 
Vaccinations are free for Genesee County residents, although a voluntary 
donation of $5 per animal is requested.

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OVERPOPULATION ESTIMATES 
 
There is a saying: Don’t ask the question if you don’t want to know the 
answer. This answer shocked me. According to the Humane Society of 
the US, more than 70,000 puppies and kittens are born each day in this 
country due to the uncontrolled breeding of pets. Add the offspring of 
stray and abandoned animals to that number and the total becomes 
more staggering. 
 
Compare these figures. 10,000 humans are born daily in the US and it 
becomes obvious that there can never be enough homes for so many 
animals. In fact, for every happy pet in this country, another four live 
out their lives hungry, cold, and at the mercy of humans. As for those 
dogs and cats that end up in America's shelters each year, an 
estimated 7.5 million are destroyed because no one anywhere wants 
them. While we at the Wyoming County SPCA No-kill Shelter are 
committed to finding loving homes for our animals; at other shelters, 
the only kind word or gentle touch many animals receive is from the 
technicians who end their lives because there simply aren’t enough 
homes or even cages for them all. 
 
The following figures are estimates: 

Number of cats and dogs entering shelters each year: 6-8 million  
Number of cats and dogs euthanized by shelters each year: 3-4 million  
Number of cats and dogs adopted from shelters each year: 3-4 million  
Number of cats and dogs reclaimed by owners from shelters each year: 

between 600,000 and 750,000—30 percent of dogs 
and 2 to 5 percent of cats entering shelter. 

Number of animal shelters in the US: between 4,000 and 6,000  
Percentage of purebred dogs in shelters: 25 percent  
Average number of litters a fertile cat can produce in one year: 3 
Average number of kittens in a feline litter: 4-6 
Average number of litters a fertile dog can produce in one year: 2 
Average number of puppies in a canine litter: 6-10
